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Overview of the IEC Language Program

IEC offers a wide variety of language classes to support international as well as Japanese students in
language learning.

There are two language streams, "Special Preparatory Intensive Japanese Course (KENSHU in
Japanese)" and "Supplemental Classes (HOKO in Japanese)". There are Japanese as well as English
classes in the HOKO area. Japanese students may take English classes. Students do not receive
academic credits for taking HOKO classes.

1. KENSHU Course (Special Preparatory Intensive Japanese) —>See page 6

The KENSHU course in Japanese Language and Culture is offered to students who were placed
in it by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT), and to
research or graduate students at TMDU who wish to study Japanese intensively.

2. HOKO Classes (Supplemental Classes)

HOKO classes, including both Japanese and English, are offered to graduate and research
students at the Yushima campus, and are provided at various levels. Students can be enrolled
in a class based on their needs.

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Special Preparatory Intensive Japanese (KENSHU)

The KENSHU course in Japanese Language and Culture is offered to students who were placed by
the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT), and to research or
graduate students at TMDU who wish to study Japanese intensively. The goal of the KENSHU
course is to help students acquire basic communicative skills, including writing and reading basic
Japanese, so that they can live and study in Japan. KENSHU course students will visit a local
primary school, museums and other cultural spots in Tokyo to deepen their understanding
Japanese culture.

Overview

® The semester is 15 weeks long, and there are two semesters in a year.

® C(lasses meet from 9:00 a.m. to 4:20 p.m. every day, Monday through Friday.
® There are 17 classes per week and each class runs 90 minutes.

To learn basic Japanese pronunciation.

To learn basic Japanese grammar and words.

To learn Japanese writing systems, hiragana, katakana, and kaniji.

To learn basic medical words.

To acquire a self-learning habit to study Japanese language by oneself.

To learn Japanese culture and customs (e.g. climate, geography, weather, courtesy, etc) to
help transition to life in Japan.

® To learn Japanese language through Japanese songs: Japanese school songs as well as popular
songs will be introduced.

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Supplemental Japanese Classes (HOKO) HOKO

HOKO Classes, including Medical Matters, are offered to graduate and research students at the Yushima
campus, and are available in various levels. The students can be enrolled in a class based upon their needs.
In these supplementary classes, students learn the Japanese language that they need for day-to-day usage
and for their academic career. The classes are designed to support the ability of students to study in
graduate school. The classes are divided into four sections: 1) General Classes, 2) Conversation Classes, 3)
Special Purpose Classes, and 4) Medical Classes.

*Note: the level of each student will be determined by a placement test, which is offered in April and
October.

1) General Japanese Classes:

In these classes, students learn the four skills: Listening, Speaking, Reading, and Writing. Five levels are
available.

1. Basic 1 (B1): Beginning class, for those who haven't studied Japanese before

Basic 2 (B2): Continuation from B1

Beginning Review (BR): For those who finished Intensive Japanese (KENSHU) or B2
Intermediate Low (IL): Continuation from B2: Review of KENSHU; prepare for Intermediate

2) Conversation Classes:
These classes focus on listening and speaking.
