The center circle of this symbol, the core of the flower, was the emblem
of the former Tokyo Koto Shikaigakko (Tokyo National School of
Dentistry) and the 5 petals around the core show the present
University which has developed from that school.

represent the activity of the University.

The bold outline of these 5 petals suggests further development and

progress in the future.
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
