(3) Research students (one-year course) cannot be short-term research students for the purpose of continuing their study.

(5) Short-term research students can apply for Certificate of Enrollment. Certificate of Past Enrollment is available for
the students who had registered in the past. Please contact Educational Planning Section for applying these documents.

(6) Students will not be asked whether he/she would like to extend their study period in principle.
