@If you are a graduate student who is engaged in hospital work, please
complete the WebClass form, » IL2400 107 RZ&I#ER 2024, for contacting
the university hospital’s Division of Infection Control and Prevention and
follow their instructions.

@®When you have cold-like symptoms or have been diagnosed with COVID- 19,

influenza, or other school-acquired infectious diseases, please rest at home

for the specified period in the table under #3 and refrain from coming to

the university to avoid the spread of infection on campus.

@If any of the conditions described in the table in # | below pertain to you,

please report to the university Health Administration Center immediately

[see #2 for instructions]. By doing so, your absence will be considered a

suspension of attendance (excused absence), which will not count toward

your total absences.

However, if you forget to notify the university within 24 hours, or if you
neglect to take the necessary tests or be examined by a doctor, your
absence will be counted as a "regular absence". Please be sure to report to
the university by the deadline. When the Health Administration Center
receives the email, we will instruct you on the necessary tests/procedures

you must follow.

[1. Symptoms/conditions that require suspension of attendance |-4]

| A temperature of 37.5°C or higher and a sore throat (including

throat discomfort) or cough.

2 Close contact with someone who tested positive for COVID-19 and
you also have cold-like symptoms (fever, sore throat, cough, fatigue,

runny nose, headache, etc.).

3 You are symptomatic (have symptoms) and have tested positive for
COVID-149.

4 You are asymptomatic (have no symptoms), but tested positive for
COVID-149.

*If someone around you is positive for COVID-19 but you are asymptomatic,
please come to the university as long as you remain asymptomatic (no need
to report this). Please monitor your health carefully, and should you
develop any symptoms, refrain from coming to the university and report

your symptoms to the Health Administration Center.
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[2. How to make an initial report (within 24 hours)

If you have any of the symptoms/conditions (described in #1) that would

prevent you from coming to the university, please report it to the Health

Administration Center by email within 24 hours of the onset. Please do

not phone the Health Administration Center.

Graduate students should also report to their supervisors.
