In order to improve the quality of medical safety, the system must be
adaptable to injection operations that are suitable for reducing the
risk of human medical errors, improving the accuracy of work assortment,
and reducing operations and improving efficiency.

By extending the functions of the existing injection support system,
the system must have a function to automatically input injection
prescriptions in conjunction with the general hospital information
system. Furthermore, based on the data, the injection drug dispensing
device should be operated.

In consideration of the number of injection prescriptions in accordance
with the number of hospitalized patients, the injection drug dispensing
device must have two lines, and operate using existing servers and LANs
from the viewpoint of space—saving.

The dispensing system for injection drugs must be a tray dividing system
to ensure safe and efficient assortment of injection drugs per dose,
which is an evaluation item of the Hospital Function Evaluation
Organization, and the injection drugs and infusion labels must be
automatically loaded in the unit of dose or unit of Rp. In addition, it
should be capable of automatically dispensing prescribed injection drugs,
including ampoule and vial injections
