Tokyo who wish to study Japanese intensively. This course is for those who have no or little background of

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Intensive Japanese Course (KENSHU)

Intensive Japanese course is a course designed for students who want to learn Japanese language intensively with no or
little prior experience in learning it. This course emphasizes ACTIVE command of Japanese, not passive knowledge. Your
goal is NOT simply to acquire the grammar and vocabulary, but the ability to use Japanese appropriately and with
spontaneity. Throughout the course, emphasis will be placed also on developing accuracy and fluency.

In addition to studying Japanese in the classroom, students will visit museums and other cultural spots in Tokyo.
