3. Special dispatch—Autumn in Japan

Lastly, while this is not distinctly TMDU news, we would like to bring you a special dispatch
on autumn in Japan.

For those who have studied in Japan, this may make you feel very nostalgic.

Here, autumn is synonymous with the arts, reading, sports, outdoor excursions and with the
so-called “autumn appetite.”

It is a season of comfortable weather after the searing heat of summer, and one that brings

about many new tasks to accomplish.

As the phrase “autumn appetite” suggests, this season is when many delicious foods are
harvested at their peak

—matsutake mushrooms and sweet potatoes, for example, along with different seasonal fruits.
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It is also the time to enjoy Pacific saury—a fish commonly eaten in Japan but perhaps not
widely known overseas.

In Japanese, sanma—the name for this fish—is written “fkJJf” which literally translates to
“autumn sword fish.”

This name has origins in the fact that Pacific saury are caught in the autumn when they are

plump and juicy, rich in flavor and packed with nutrition.

Autumn—the season for outdoor excursions—also brings magnificent autumn foliage as the
leaves change into vibrant shades of red, yellow and orange.

Once the coronavirus pandemic is over and our lives return to normal,

we hope you will come to Japan and enjoy this wonderful season,

soothing your soul with the sights of resplendent foliage and filling your stomachs with the

delectable flavors of autumnal cuisine.
